21. Pray for the Clothes 4U Clothing Bank at Knaphill and all those who need to 

use it. 

22. In your prayers today remember the Circuit Mission Group. 

23. Pray today for our politicians and leaders, fill their hearts with wisdom, 

understanding and discernment. 

24. Pray today for peace in our mind, body, soul and spirit. For healing and the 

removal of anything that is causing stress, grief, and sorrow in our lives. 

25. Pray for the housebound and those who care for them. 

26. Remember in your prayers today all those suffering from dementia and 

those who care for them. 

27. Pray today for the gift of sharing the love of Jesus with all those around you. 

28. Pray for those who attend Messy Church in Godalming. 

29.  Pray for a mind clear and focused on all we need to achieve and give us the 

wisdom to overcome difficulties and find solutions.
